2006 - 2007 in Review

· Another great year highlighted by our hosting the 2007 CWG short track event where 7 new records were set; personal bests skated by all of our Yukon skaters; and lots of excellent volunteer/official development and support at all levels.  The CWGs provided an excellent opportunity to profile our sport through out the Yukon and the rest of Canada. 
· In excellent financial state in large part from CWG and CAC test event fund raising.  These funds will be needed in this transition time to new coaches, skaters, and executive to ensure continued coaching, skater and officials development
· Best Ever funding support was critical to continued skater and coaches development re travel support (for CWG skaters and coaches), providing second coach to our camp, sport psychology talk, dry land training, yearly training plan, ice time support etc. Is being replaced by new type of funding with details forthcoming.  
· Core YRAC funding was key to continued athlete, official and program development.  Main program funding as follows: 
Athlete Development: coaches for fall and winter camp; travel support for pending AWG skaters; CWGs trials and YT championships
Officials Development: AGM attendance, referee development, starters development (Note Cynthia Onions now a level 3 starter), meet managers clinic, and first hands officials development during CWGs

Program Development: advertising, Oval Program and Sport YT fee, treasurer’s stipend, and See It Try It support etc.

· 2008 AWG in Yellowknife: athlete, coach, and officials development

· Current mat inventory provides us opportunity to expand short track speed skating into rural communities

· Long term official, athlete and coach development re: 2010 AWG, 2010 Olympics, and 2011 CWG etc. 
· Gunda Niemann  German Nagano Olympic medalist in 1500, 3000 and 5000M coming to Whitehorse July 17 to 31 to do some dry land training with elite 2010 LT skaters and willing to meet and greet our skaters, and perhaps do some training.
