Minutes of WRSSC Executive meeting

May 3, 2011

1. Minutes – Motion - that the minutes of the April WRSSC/YASSA executive meeting be approved as tabled. (Terice/Pauline). Carried.

2. Treasurer’s report – refer to attached document. 

· Tom has been investigating YS4L funding for elite athletes, specifically for Troy’s case with Trevor form Sport and Rec.  Troy has not been submitting all required paperwork for High Performance funding. It was the collective understanding of the executive based on a meeting with Vern Haggard, that HP YS4L funding could not be used for athletes past CWG/AWG eligible age. This may not be the case. Action plan is to ask Trevor for clarification on this and to investigate how other SGB fund HP athletes then revise our funding policy and procedures.

· Ice Fees – registration fees for the past season were $20200.20, ice rental fees were $18171.74. The T2T and up group was short on revenue to cover their ice rentals, FUNd group broke even. The fees paid by Alaska skaters for camps were able to cover the shortfall. 

· Motion – That all registration/ice fees be increased to members by 5% (currently $660 for 3X/week, $455 for 2X/week for T2T & up, $200 for 1X/week and $385 for 2X/week for FUNd). (Phil/Susanne). Carried.
· Honorariums for coaches/assistants – has been $500/$100 in previous years. It was noted that BC offers gifts such as jackets. Motion – That honorarium be kept at present levels for now. (Terice/Malcolm). Carried.

· Investments – Bank has called Pauline with suggestions for investing funds – 1.25% GIC. Terice and Phil will arrange with Pauline to look into this.
